other parties to enhance research and academia;
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NCNU is an established University which strives to enhance and strengthen its
research and teaching capabilities. NCNU has entered into various collaborative

arrangements with other parties to enhance its educational goals.

The Parties are desirous of entering into this Memorandum of Understanding to
declare their respective intentions and to establish a basis of co-operation and

collaboration between the Parties upon the terms as contained herein.

NOW THEREFORE the Parties hereby have reached an understanding as follows: -

ARTICLE ONE

The Parties, subject to the terms of this Memorandum of Understanding and the laws, rules,
regulations and national policies from time to time in force in each Party’s country, will
endeavour to strengthen, promote and develop co-operation between the Parties on the basis of
equality and mutual benefit.

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ARTICLE FIVE

This Memorandum of Understanding serves only as a record of the Parties’ intentions and does
not constitute or create, and is not intended to constitute or create, obligations under domestic
or international law and will not give rise to any legal process and will not be deemed to
constitute or create any legally binding or enforceable obligations, express or implied.

ARTICLE SIX

Nothing contained herein is to be construed so as to constitute a joint venture partnership or
formal business organisation of any kind between the Parties or so to constitute either Party as
the agent of the other.

ARTICLE SEVEN

1. This Memorandum of Understanding will come into effect on the date of signing and
will remain in effect for a period of five (5) years or until terminate by either party with
three (3) months written notice.

2 This Memorandum of Understanding may be extended for a further period as may be
agreed in writing by the Parties by issuance to the other Party of a written notice
signifying its intention to renew or further the period not less than three (3) months
prior to the Expiry Date.

ARTICLE EIGHT

Any communication under this Memorandum of Understanding will be writing in the English
language and delivered by registered mail to the address or sent to the electronic mail address
or facsimile number of UNIMAS or the NCNU, as the case may be, shown below or  to such
other address or electronic mail address or facsimile number as either Party may have notified
the sender and shall, unless otherwise provided herein, be deemed to be duly given or made
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when delivered to the recipient at such address or electronic mail address or facsimile number
which is duly acknowledged:

ARTICLE NINE
1. The protection of intellectual property rights shall be enforced in conformity with the

respective national; laws, rules and regulations of the Parties and with other
international agreements signed by both Parties.

2. The use of the name, logo and/or official emblem of any of the Parties on any
publication, document and/or paper is prohibited without the prior written approval of
either Party.

3. Notwithstanding anything in paragraph 1 above, the intellectual property rights in
respect of any technological development, and any products and services development,
carried out-

(1) jointly by the Parties or research results obtained through the joint activity effort
of the Parties, shall be jointly owned by the Parties in accordance with the terms to

be mutually agreed upon; and

(i) solely and separately by the Party or the research results obtained through the sole
and separate effort of the Party, shall be solely owned by the Part concerned.
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ARTICLE TEN

1. Each Party shall undertake to observe the confidentiality and secrecy of documents,
information and other data received from or supplied to, the other Party during the
period of the implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding or any other
agreements made pursuant to this Memorandum of Understanding.

2. For purposes of paragraph 1 above, such documents, information and data include any
document, information and data which is disclosed by a Party (the Disclosing party) to
the other Party (the Receiving party) prior to, or after, the execution of this
Memorandum of Agreement, involving technical, business, marketing, policy, know-
how, planning, project management and other documents, information, data and/or
solutions in any form, including but not limited to any document, information or data
which is designated in writing to be confidential or by its nature intended to be for the
knowledge of the Receiving party or if orally given, is given in the circumstances of
confidence.

3. Both Parties agree that the provisions of this Article shall continue to be binding
between the Parties notwithstanding the termination of this Memorandum of
Understanding.

ARTICLE ELEVEN

Each Party reserves the right for reasons of national security, national interest, public order or
public health to suspend temporarily, either in whole or in part, the implementation of this
Memorandum of Understanding which suspension shall take effect immediately after
notification has been given to the other Party through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE TWELVE

Any difference or dispute between the Parties concerning the interpretation and/or
implementation and/or application of any of the provisions of this Memorandum of
Understanding shall be settled amicably through mutual consultation and/or negotiations
between the Parties through diplomatic channels, without reference to any third party or
international tribunal.

ARTICLE THIRTEEN

9.1 Either Party may request in writing a revision, variation or amendment of this
Memorandum of Understanding.

9.2  Any such revision, variation or amendment agreed to by the Parties shall be in writing
and shall form part of this Memorandum of Understanding.
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Such revision, variation or amendment shall come into force on such date as may be
determined by the Parties.

Any revision, variation or amendment shall not prejudice the implementation of any
project, activity or co-operation arising from or based on this Memorandum of
Understanding before or up to the date of such revision, variation or amendment.

National Chi Nan University, Taiwan, domiciled at 1, University Rd., Puli, Nantou, Taiwan, in this
matter represented by Prof. Dr. Pei-Hsiu Chen in his capacity as Dean of College of Humanities, now
therefore lawfully acts for and on behalf of National Chi Nan University, Taiwan (hereinafter referred
to as “NCNU”)
and
Universitas Indonesia, a government-owned institution of higher learning education stated as
university based on Government Regulation No. 68 year 2013, domiciled at Jl. Salemba Raya 4,
Jakarta; in this matter represented by Dr. Adrianus L. Gerung Waworuntu S.S., M.A. in his capacity
as Dean of Faculty of Humanities pursuant to Delegation Letter of Rector Ul |, now therefore
lawfully acts for and on behalf of Universitas Indonesia (hereinafter referred to as “UI”)
Ul and NCNU collectively hereinafter referred to as the “Parties” and individually as “Party”.
PREAMBLE:
The parties agree
1. to enter into agreement on student exchange;
2. to define the general terms and conditions under which they will engage in such cooperative
programs.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of their mutual promises and undertakings, the Parties
agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVE

(1) The purpose of this Student Exchange Agreement (hereinafter referred to as “Agreement”) is to
make possible and facilitate the exchange of students between Parties and short-term field work
for research students, based upon principles of mutual equality and the reciprocity of benefits.

(2) The objective of this agreement is to promote cooperation and strengthen the fields of education
for both Universities.

(3) The terms and conditions of this Agreement apply to undergraduate, and postgraduate program
students.
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ARTICLE 2
DEFINITION

In this agreement the following terms have the following meanings:

(1) The “Home University” is the University in which the student is originally enrolled.

(2) The “Host University” is the University to which the exchange student is attached for the duration
of his/her exchange.

(3) Semester or academic year shall normally refer to the period relevant to the Host institution.

(4) Intellectual Property rights are proprietary rights such as, but not limited to, patents, utility patents,
design patents, trademarks, mask works, protectable plant varieties and plant materials. Intellectual
property rights also include, but are not limited to, proprietary rights such as copyright for
copyrightable computer program works and database works, and the rights to use know-how.

ARTICLE 3
NUMBER OF EXCHANGE STUDENTS

(1) Each Party is prepared to send students and receive the equivalent number in exchange annually.

(2) Each Party may send and accept under this program up to 2 (two) students for one full-year
program. 2 (two) students for one full-year will be admitted as the equivalent of 4 (four) students
for one semester each or 2 (two) students for one full-year will be admitted as the equivalent of 4
(four) students for summer program).

(3) The Parties undertake to balance the number of students from each institution over the term of the
Agreement.

ARTICLE 4
SELECTION AND ACCEPTANCE OF EXCHANGE STUDENTS

(1) Selection of candidates shall be made by the Home University. It is understood that both
Universities will strive to select only individuals of the highest quality for participation in the
programme, as reflected by a minimum B average or a GPA 3.0 out of 4 at Ul in previous academic
work.

(2) Candidates are to be undergraduate and graduate students. Undergraduate students from Ul must
have completed their first two years of study at Home University by the start date of the exchange
period. They must meet the admission requirement of the program which they plan to pursue at the
Host University.

(3) Graduate and research students may participate in the exchange, provided that they are eligible at
the Host University for postgraduate level study at the time of admission to the Host University.
The students must have completed the first year at Ul before joining exchange program.

(4) Providing proof of adequate language skills and academic achievement is particularly important.
Students applying for both universities can do so by means of an official test score. Minimum score
requirements for all tests that are accepted as proof available through www.international.ui.ac.id,
while for NCNU are available through https://eng.ncnu.edu.tw. These scores are subject to change.

(5) At Ul, some undergraduates program and graduates programs are usually conducted in both
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English and Indonesian language.

(6) Selected students shall then be nominated for an exchange in accordance with the published
procedures of the Host University. The time schedule will be provided by both parties on a semester
basis through coordinator in both parties.

(7) The Host University has the right to make the final decision on accepting students to the exchange
program and to individual courses.

ARTICLE S
DURATION OF STAY

The duration of stay for exchange students at the host institution shall normally be for up to a period
of one semester or one academic year.

ARTICLE 6
STATUS OF EXCHANGE STUDENTS

Exchange students will be registered at the Host University as non-degree students (i.e. students who
do not aim at obtaining a degree or other formal qualification from the host university.) All participants
will be registered as full-time students of the Home University.

ARTICLE 7
STUDY PROGRAM

(1) Each exchange student shall determine the study program or courses at the host institution in
consultation with academic advisors of both the Home and Host University in any course for which
they are qualified. Depending on the study program, language requirements and/or other
prerequisites may be imposed in accordance with the regulations of the Host University. Exchange
students will normally be permitted to enter programs unless these programs are subject to limited
enrollments.

(2) The students who may be involved in the field research work during the program can be supervised
by Host University.

(3) International Office at UI and at International Office at NCNU will assist and advice the courses
which can be taken by international students before the program starts.

ARTICLE 8
ACADEMIC RECORD AND CREDIT TRANSFER

The Host University will undertake to provide transcripts of each student’s academic performance
during the exchange period, which shall be sent directly to the Home University. Any academic credit
earned at the Host University will be transferred back to the Home University in accordance with
Home University procedure.

ARTICLE 9
INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS AND OWNERSHIP OF MATERIAL

Each Party retains ownership of its intellectual property rights and no transfer of or license under any
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intellectual property rights are intended under this Agreement

ARTICLE 10
RIGHTS OBLIGATION

(1) Host University will provide all exchange students with the same academic resources and support
services as are normally provided to others of the same academic level.

(2) Exchange students will receive reasonable assistance from the Host University in locating suitable
accommodation.

(3) Exchange students will be subject to the relevant rules and procedures of the Host University. Any
breach of those rules and regulations will be dealt with in accordance with the established policies
and procedures of the Host University in consultation with the Home University.

(4) Exchange students must comply with national requirements regarding visas and residence permits.
The Host University will help students to follow the appropriate procedures.

ARTICLE 11
INSURANCE

Each exchange student is responsible for making arrangements for a suitable insurance plan, which
must include sufficient medical coverage. Both students must also have adequate coverage for liability.

ARTICLE 12
TUITION FEE & COSTS

(1) Students will pay their regular tuition and fees to the Home University. No further tuition costs
will be charged by the Host University for regular academic courses.

(2) Exchange students are responsible for all other costs associated with the exchange period, including
those of international travel, books, health insurance, meals, visas, accommodation, living
expenses and insurance and other incidental expenses.

(3) The exchange student is responsible for all expenses of accompanying spouse and/or dependents.

ARTICLE 13
GOVERNMENT REQUIREMENTS

Exchange students will meet all requirements of the host country as regards immigration, including
where appropriate, arrangements for their family members and dependents. Exchange students shall
ensure that they keep their host institution fully informed of their movements and their contact details
during the period of their exchange. The Host University will act as the point of contact with the
student.

ARTICLE 14
DISPUTE SETTLEMENT

(1) If a dispute arises concerning the interpretation or implementation of this agreement the Parties

agree to settle amicably by mutual consultation or negotiation.
(2) The Parties to the agreement shall observe and comply with all laws, rules, and regulations of each
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other’s country where this agreement is performed.

ARTICLE 15
AMENDMENTS, EFFECTIVE DATE, DURATION, AND TERMINATION

(1) This Agreement can be amended by mutual consent of the Parties. Any amendments to this
Agreement can only be made in writing and after consultation and mutual consent of the Parties.
Such amendments, once approved by the Parties, will become part of this Agreement.

(2) The effective date of this Agreement shall be later date on which the Parties sign this Agreement.

(3) The Agreement shall remain in force for a period of 5 (five) years from the date of the later
signature

(4) The Agreement may be terminated by either Party by giving written notice at least 6 (six) months
in advance to the other Party. The event of termination will not affect participants from completing
their activities at the Host University.

(5) In case the Agreement ceases to be effective on the account of termination or expiration, the
provisions of all valid agreements signed as addenda to this Agreement shall continue to apply to
the extent necessary to secure the implementation of existing activities.

ARTICLE 16
COMMUNICATION

Any communication or request given or made by one Party to the other under this agreement
shall be in writing in the language of English and shall be addressed by all means to the Party ‘s
principal office as is designated in writing hereinafter.
